* 5 Then Jesus said to them, “Suppose you have a friend, and you go to him at
midnight and say, ‘Friend, lend me three loaves of bread; 6 a friend of mine on a
journey has come to me, and I have no food to offer him.” 7 And suppose the one
inside answers, ‘Don’t bother me. The door 1s already locked, and my children and
I are 1n bed. I can’t get up and give you anything.’ 8 I tell you, even though he will
not get up and give you the bread because of friendship, yet because of your
shameless audacity he will surely get up and give you as much as you need. (Lk

11:5-8, NIV)
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* 9 “So I say to you: Ask and 1t will be given to you; seek and you will find; knock

and the door will be opened to you. 10 For everyone who asks receives; the one
who seeks finds; and to the one who knocks, the door will be opened.

* 11 “Which of you fathers, if your son asks for a fish, will give him a snake
instead? 12 Or 1f he asks for an egg, will give him a scorpion? 13 If you then,
though you are evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much

more will your Father in heaven give the Holy Spirit to those who ask him!” (Lk
11:9-13, NI1V)
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*Then, He was telling them a parable 1n order to

show them that it 1s necessary to always pray
and never give up, (Lk 18:1, AT)
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* 22 Then he said to his disciples, “The time 1s coming when you will

long to see one of the days of the Son of Man, but you will not see it.
23 People will tell you, ‘There he 1s!” or ‘Here he 1s!” Do not go running
off after them. 24 For the Son of Man 1n his day will be like the
lightning, which flashes and lights up the sky from one end to the other.
25 But first he must suffer many things and be rejected by this
generation. (Lk 17:22-25, NIV)
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* 13 “In my vision at night I looked, and there before me was one like a

son of man, coming with the clouds of heaven. He approached the
Ancient of Days and was led into his presence. 14 He was given
authority, glory and sovereign power; all nations and peoples of
every language worshiped him. His dominion 1s an everlasting
dominion that will not pass away, and his kingdom is one that will

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* 61 But Jesus remained silent and gave no answer. Again the
high priest asked him, “Are you the Messiah, the Son of the
Blessed One?” 62 “I am,” said Jesus. “And you will see the
Son of Man sitting at the right hand of the Mighty One and
coming on the clouds of heaven.” (Mk 14:61-62, NIV)
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* 21 As I watched, this horn was waging war against the holy

people and defeating them, 22 until the Ancient of Days came
and pronounced judgment in favor of the holy people of the

Most High, and the time came when they possessed the
kingdom. (Dn 7:21-22, NIV)
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* 26 “Just as 1t was 1n the days of Noah, so also will it be in the days of
the Son of Man. 27 People were eating, drinking, marrying and being
given 1n marriage up to the day Noah entered the ark. Then the flood
came and destroyed them all. (Lk 17:26-27, NIV)

» 28 “It was the same 1n the days of Lot. People were eating and
drinking, buying and selling, planting and building. 29 But the day
Lot left Sodom, fire and sulfur rained down from heaven and

destroyed them all. (Lk 17:28-29, NIV)
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* 30 “It will be just like this on the day the Son of Man is revealed.
31 On that day no one who 1s on the housetop, with possessions
inside, should go down to get them. Likewise, no one 1n the field
should go back for anything. 32 Remember Lot’s wife! 33 Whoever
tries to keep their life will lose 1t, and whoever loses their life will
preserve it. (Lk 17:30-33, NIV; cf. Gen 19:15-16, 27)
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* 34 | tell you, on that night two people will be 1n one bed; one
will be taken and the other left. 35 Two women will be grinding
grain together; one will be taken and the other left.” (Lk 17:34-
35, NIV)

* “Where, Lord?” they asked. He replied, “Where there 1s a dead
body, there the vultures will gather.” (Lk 17:37, NIV)
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*saying, "There was a judge 1n a town who neither feared
God nor respected people. (Lk 18:2, AT)
* And there was a widow 1n that town, and she kept

coming to him saying, "Grant me justice against my
adversary!" (Lk 18:3, AT)
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The LORD watches over the foreigner

and sustains the fatherless and the widow,

but he frustrates the ways of the wicked.
(Ps 146:9, NI1V)
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Your rulers are rebels,
partners with thieves;
they all love bribes
and chase after gifts.
They do not defend the cause of the fatherless;

the widow’s case does not come before them.
(Is 1:23, NIV; cf. Is 1:17; Jer 7:6-7)
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*Now let the fear of the LORD be on you.
Judge carefully, for with the LORD our God

there 1s no injustice or partiality or bribery.”
(2 Ch 19:7, NIV)
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*The wite of a man from the company of the

prophets cried out to Elisha, “Your servant my
husband 1s dead, and you know that he revered the

LORD. But now his creditor is coming to take my
two boys as his slaves.” (2 K1 4:1, NIV)
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A father to the fatherless, a defender of widows,
1s God 1n his holy dwelling. (Ps 68:5, NIV)
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22 “Do not take advantage of the widow or the fatherless.
23 If you do and they cry out to me, I will certainly hear their
cry. 24 My anger will be aroused, and I will kill you with the
sword; your wives will become widows and your children
fatherless. (Ex 22:22-24, NIV; cf. Dt 10:16-18, 24:17; Lam
1:1; Mal 3:5)
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*4 And, for some time, he was unwilling. But, afterwards, he
said to himself, "Though I don't fear God and don't respect
people, S yet, because this widow keeps causing me trouble, I
will grant justice to her, so that, by her continual coming she
won’t wear me out." [alt. so that, in the end, she might not come

and give me a black eye.| (Lk 18:4-5, AT)
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*Then the Lord said, "Hear what the unjust judge
says." (Lk 18:6, AT)
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* 24 Several days later Felix came with his wife Drusilla, who was Jewish. He sent
for Paul and listened to him as he spoke about faith in Christ Jesus. 25 As Paul
talked about righteousness [oikatooVvn | dikaiosyné], self-control and the
judgment to come, Felix was afraid and said, “That’s enough for now! You may
leave. When I find 1t convenient, I will send for you.” 26 At the same time he was

hoping that Paul would offer him a bribe, so he sent for him frequently and
talked with him. (Ac 24:24-26, NIV)
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* 30 In the past God overlooked such 1gnorance, but now he

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* 8 But do not forget this one thing, dear friends: With the Lord a
